- Lianne Peart (Program Coordinator for Community Care Northumberland (CNN) in the 

Brighton and Colborne Offices.) 
- Marretta Riley (Assistant Program Coordinator CNN Colborne Office.) and 
- Jamie Muckle (Program Manager for Palliative Care Community Team) 

 

 
Marretta Riley reviewed the CCN Programs in our community:  Transportation, Brokered 
Workers and Home Maintenance Workers, Meals on Wheels and Frozen Meal Services, 
Friendly Visiting (more volunteers are needed for this role), Telephone Checks, Social Groups, 
Community Diners in Colborne and Grafton and Wellness Programs.  She reviewed which 
Programs have a cost to the client. 
 
96% of 3,351 adults surveyed, reported that volunteering enriched their sense of purpose in 
life.  - Written by Hilary Young (as quoted from Focus) 
 

 
Jamie Muckle spoke to the present needs for Palliative Care in Northumberland.  He explained 
how recent changes to referral systems are evolving since Community Care Access Centres 
have been closed and LHINs have assumed control.  Our LHIN is called Central East Local 
Health Integration Network.  His Palliative Care Community Team is responsible for people 
who wish to remain in their homes for end-of-life care.  The Team have a holistic plan to 
include the client and caregivers in care and ultimate grieving.  The staff’s RN acts as a liaison 
to 41 different agencies.  He acknowledged that The Bridge Hospice in Warkworth has three 
beds available but plans are developing for a six be Hospice in Western Northumberland to 
open in 2019. 
 
A Handyman is available through Community Care that will help you out for $14 an hour – 2 
hour minimum.
