12 Steps to Taking Better Digital

   Janice Noonan, our guest speaker on June 
23rd, is a retired elementary school teacher. As a 
resource teacher for sixteen years, she 
presented workshops and presentations on the 
use of computers and technology in the 
classroom, including workshops on the digital 
camera. As a long time photographer and 
camera enthusiast, she enjoys taking pictures 
during her Wednesday hikes with her hiking 
group and is a member of Pickering Naturalists. 
   Following are the 12 steps to taking better 
digital photos that were then expanded upon by 
her and her power-point presentation. 

1. Get in close 
2. Use the light 
3. Use the flash (a) outside (b) know the 

flash range (c) know when to turn your 
flash off (d) and some general flash tips. 

4. Use framing 
5. Keep it simple 
6. Change your prospective 
7. Use the rule of thirds 
8. Watch the exposure 
9. Keep the focus 
10. Take some vertical pics or panoramas 
11. Take some landscapes 
12. Use the weather and sunrise/sunset. 

And - 8 tips on getting the most out of your 
digital camera: 

1. Keep your lens clean 
2. Shooting through a window or fence 
3. Take lots of pictures 
4. Read your cameraôs manual 
5. Explore your cameraôs modes 
6. Using the memory card 
7. Charge your batteries
