Presentation by: Anne Taylor ... Cultural Archivist for Curve Lake First Nation

Our speaker on the 18th of July will be Anne Taylor. She is the Cultural Archivist for
Curve Lake First Nation. She spends a great deal of time in schools and class rooms
speaking about First Nation History. She also spends a great deal of time working
with archaeologists to repatriate burial goods and to ensure any reburial of Ancestors
is done in a respectful way. Anne is passionate about Anishinaabemowin (the Ojibwe
language) and credits her family for keeping her faithful to the language. Anne also
has a strong connection to the land which she feeds by renewing through ceremony
and Bimaadiziwin. Anne enjoys storytelling and readily shares any knowledge she
has gained with those who are seeking traditional knowledge. She will speak to us
about Kinomaage-Waapkong, better known to you as the Petroglyphs found in the
Petroglyph Provincial Park north of here. The park houses a sacred teaching site for
the Anishinabeg People and is known internationally by Indigenous groups as far

away as Columbia, South America who frequently visit the sacred site.
